
LEADER has now awarded £500,000 to more than twenty projects in Northern Lincolnshire. The 
list below represents just some of the projects that have been allocated LEADER funding in the last 
few months.

 
South Ferriby Parish Council – £59,000 to develop a brand new and free to use sports facility 
for the benefit for the local community

Long Mare and Foal Allotment Association – £10,200 to deliver basic allotment facilities 
for residents in Epworth

Worlaby Recreation Committee – £69,000 to build and a equip a brand new village hall

Winterton Parish Council – £12,000 to restore the historic cemetery chapel archway back to 
its original condition

Playbuilder North East Lincs – £20,000 to provide a brand new play area for the children 
and families in and around Roval Drive, Immingham

One of the projects already completed is in the small town of Broughton in North Lincolnshire… 

Over the last few years the village 
hall in Broughton has offered a 
large variety of activities for the local 
community. However, the committee 
who run the building have recently 
identified the need to improve the 
hall to ensure that local people 
continue to use it for new activities. 
To help with the development work 
they applied for and received a 
LEADER grant of £10,000. This 
money, along with grants from 
North Lincolnshire Council, has 
helped renovate and modernise the 
building. Work started in September 
on the building and this is now fully 

completed. This project has helped ensure that the village hall has become an asset for the whole 
community in Broughton for many years to come. Everything from art exhibitions to kickboxing will 
now take place in the venue. The work also means that the building is more energy efficient so that 
ongoing running costs are significantly reduced.
