Forum members may also recall that at our April 2010 meeting Ian Cawsey used the phase �´�:�D�V�K���8�S�µ������������
referring  to several important Bills passed into Law at the end of the previous parliamentary session.                 

The Personal Care at Home Act completed its parliamentary stages and will receive Royal Assent.               

The Act has the potential to offer free personal care to people with the highest social care needs in their own 

homes. But we must await to see the Coalition's plans for Social Care.                                                                             

The Equality Act has been given Royal Assent. The Bill introduces anti -age discrimination measures in the 

provision of goods, facilities, services to people in later life. It's a landmark moment for age equality in the UK.  

The Energy Act becomes law introducing mandatory social tariffs to reduce energy bills for the poorest       

customers. This Act is a welcome move in combating fuel poverty.  
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
