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Phoenix Parkway New Residential Care Village

Leicester based firm Prime Life Ltd who own and
manage some 62 Care Homes and extra care
sites across the UK are nearing completion of the
first stage of their latest development, Phoenix
Parkway, a New Residential Care Village on the
A1077 road, Scunthorpe to Winterton.

The Project Manager Mr Simon Van Herrewege
invited members of the NorthLinKs Senior Forum
Umbrella Group along with Executive Members of
the WHO -CARES, the Health and Social Care
Network for North Lincolnshire to have an early
preview of the quality of build and the facilities
prior to final commissioning.

This is a much needed and welcome facility for the people
living in Scunthorpe and North Lincolnshire.

The developers of the £7M project want to create a
residential care home, close care accommodation and 32
apartments. The two -storey care village could eventually
become home for 140 residents and homeowners in the
55+ age group and provide work for over 90 full time staff
and part -time jobs. The facilities will cater for people with
mental health problems & for older people. The residents
from Stoneleigh Nursing Home at Gunness will be the first
to be re -housed in the new buildings. Staff who have
already visited the purpose built state of the art complex
are really excited and will be looking forward to moving
into their new work environment.

The builders are also taking full advantage of the
current spell of dry and sunny weather with
completion of hard and soft landscaping works
including planting many trees, shrubs and flowers.
For sure when all the gardens and patios are
completed ,the residents will really have pleasant
views from their rooms and a wonderful friendly
environment to live in.
