What is Advance Care Planning                                                                                                                   

This is a voluntary process enabling an individual to express his or her wishes                               

about future care in consultation with care providers, family members and other 

important people in their life. Based on the ethical principle of patient autonomy 

and the legal doctrine of patient consent. ACP  helps to ensure that the concept 

of consent is respected if the individual becomes incapable of participating in 

treatment decisions.  

Sandra Lingard is also a ACP volunteer peer educator, who supported James 

with his  presentation. Sandra also explained that Age Concern have now      

produced  a very useful LifeBook .   LifeBook will not only help you to be more 

organised but could be invaluable to a family member or a friend if they need to 

locate information about you in an emergency.
