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Pandemic Vaccine Priority for most at Risk.

The Department of Health have issued a statement that more thanll million people in England
will be targeted first. The priority groups who will be first in line for vaccination against swine
flu will include pregnant women, frontline health and social care workers and everyone in at
-risk groups aged over six months, as announced by the Health Secretary Andy Burnham on
the 13th August 2009.

The following groups will be prioritized in this order ( numbers given are approximate and
are for England only).

1. People aged over 6 months and under 65 years in current seasonal flu vaccine clinical at
risk groups,( about 5 million people).

2. All pregnant women, subject to licensing conditions on trimesters, (about 0.5 million).

3. Household contacts of people with compromised immune systems e.g. people in regular
close contacts with patients on treatment for cancer, (about 0.5 million).

4. People aged 65 and over in the current seasonal flu vaccine clinical at risk groups (about
3.5 million). This does not include otherwise healthy over 65s, since they appear to have
some natural immunity to the virus.
